Paul put it 

this way in his little letter to Philemon, 

“I pray that you may be active in    

sharing your faith, so that you will have 

a full understanding of every good 

thing we have in Christ.” (Philemon, 6, 

NIV.)  We have to remind ourselves 

and others of the Gospel, the Good 

News of all that Jesus has done! We 

must rehearse it often, practice it    

regularly and talk about its application 

to all of life.  In so doing we repeatedly 

remind ourselves of “all the good 

things we have in Christ!”  Just as it is 

hard to imagine a new grandparent not 

talking about their grandchild it should 

be hard to imagine one who has been 

redeemed and set free by the Gospel of 

Jesus not talking about Him.  It will 

soon be evident to everyone who 

knows me that I have a granddaughter.  

May it be even more evident to every-

one who knows me that Jesus has me!
