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PRIMETIME

Do you believe in
praying? Before
you continue, please
look at the question

again. Please note that
I didn't ask if you

believe in  prayer.
Everyone but the
atheists believe in prayer. Every

culture, every religion practices some
form of prayer. When the crisis comes
or the need arises the natural human
response is to utter a prayer. Even
here in our neck of the woods, if you
were to ask the average person, “Do
you believe in prayer?” their response
would be something along the lines of
“Sure do. I remember back when
Grandma got sick a whole bunch of
people prayed and she got better!”

But I'm asking something a bit
different. Do we believe in praying?
Luke records that one day the disciples
asked Jesus to teach them to pray
because they had earlier found Him
praying. In that passage we find
Luke's version of what we call the
Lord’s Prayer. In reality, Jesus was
giving them (and us) a guideline for
praying. That's what I'm trying to get
at with the question. Do we really
believe in praying? Do we believe in
conversing with our Heavenly Father
on a regular basis and doing so
according to the pattern that Jesus gave
us? The answer to the question lies in

what we do rather than in what we say
or think.

Do we really believe that the door to
the very throne room of God has been
opened for us by the blood of Christ?
Do we believe that our Abba Father
delights in conversing with His
children? = As we enter into His
presence are we able to set aside our
pretense and posturing knowing that He
knows wus better than we know
ourselves? Are we more concerned
about His will being done than we are
about getting what we want? Are we
willing to acknowledge our failure to
do His will and willing to forgive those
that didn’t do ours? Do we recognize
how desperately needy, frail and prone
to stumbling we are and that if it
weren't for Him we’d have no hope of
ever facing down temptation? Do we
believe in doing that? The only way
we can know if we really believe in
praying the way Jesus taught us to is if
we do so on a regular basis. All of our
discussions about prayer amount to
little of nothing if we are not actually

praying.

Since you've read this far, please
allow me to press in a bit further.
When Jesus talked about praying, He
often talked about it in the plural: not
just you as an individual but all y’all.
Most notably, in Mt. 18:19-20 He says
if two of us will agree about anything
we are praying for on earth it will be

done for us by our Father in heaven.
Thus the implication of verse 20 is that
praying will be an intrinsic part of our
gathering together if we want to experi-
ence His presence among us. When we
get to the book of Acts we find this
promise of Jesus confirmed time and
again. The disciples were praying
together in the upper room on the day
of Pentecost and Jesus shows up in the
power of the Holy Spirit. At the end of
chapter two the new disciples have
devoted themselves... to prayer (the act
of praying.) After Peter and John are
released from prison in chapter four it
says the people “raised their voices
together to God...” (v. 24) and the
result was that Jesus’ presence shook
the room. If we say we believe in
praying but rarely or never find
ourselves praying with others can we
truly say we believe in praying?

You'll note on the cover of this
newsletter that the time has come again
for the Prayer Walk of our schools.
Your Prayer Team is asking your
church to go to your assigned school
and “raise your voices together” for the
sake of the students, teachers, staff and
administrators. It's our hope that you
and your church will discover the
power of praying together and that in
so doing you will experience the
presence of Jesus as never before.
